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THE “HYBRID WARFARE” ONTOLOGY

The hybrid war as a form of Russia’s aggressive solution to its geopolitical issues
continues developing in every possible way, becomes more and more sophisticated
and spreads out to the new battlegrounds. Nowadays we are witnessing at least three
ongoing large-scale “hybrid” operations, each of which represents different possible
types of “hybrid wars” activities: traditional military operation in Syria (Turkey), non-
military activity in the EU and the mix of all three types in Ukraine. The background,
threats and possible consequences of every war line are given. It is shown that
Ukraine’s conflict is neither the beginning nor the finishing part and belongs to the
much larger Russia’s plan on the worldwide “hybrid warfare” operation.

Keywords: the hybrid warfare, Russia’s aggression, the Syrian issue, non-military
operation in the European Union, the Russian-Ukrainian conflict, propaganda.

Hybrid war: it’s just the beginning...[1]

In January 2015 we presented our
opinion on the Russian aggression, its
forms and geopolitical foundations. We
also pointed out to the key steps Ukraine
should take to cope with the consequences
of the hybrid war [2]. The eventful year
2015 did not only confirm our projections,
but even deepened and strengthened
the case for some of them. Moreover, we
can state that the “hybrid warfare” as a
form of Russia’s aggressive solution to its
geopolitical issues went beyond Ukraine.
It continues developing in every possible
way, becomes more and more sophisticated
and spreads out to new battlegrounds.
Thus a kind of a prophecy, made by the
President of Lithuania Dalia Grybauskaité

in 2014, is currently fulfilling: “If a terrorist
state that is engaged in open aggression
against its neighbor is not stopped, then
that aggression might spread further into
Europe”. [3] Indeed, it has spread further.
And it has taken the most intricate forms.

Hybrid warfare: first outcomes
and new directions

The preponderance of the hybrid war-
fare as Russia’s primary method of warfare
for the long years to come is also evident
in the new General Gerasimov’s article,
entitled “On Syria’s experience” [4]. This is
the very General Gerasimov who provided
the first public articulation of Russia’s
vision of modern conflicts as the hybrid
warfare in the beginning of 2013. His new
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article is based on his conference speech
at the Academy of Military Science on
February 27, 2016. Gerasimov does not
present any fundamentally new points the-
re (as compared to his 2013 speech). Still,
he very clearly outlines key priorities of the
Russian vision of the hybrid warfare’s goals
(in this article hybrid war is referred to as
“blitzkrieg of the 21 century”): “achieving
political goals with minimal armed pressure
onthe enemy”. [4] However, in line with the
Russian mainstream, Gerasimov attributes
all this exclusively to “malevolent West.”
Here we are obviously dealing with the
psychological phenomenon of “projection”:
attributing the opponent with one’s own
(negative) features.

Gerasimovsaysthatthegoalsofthe “hyb-
rid warfare” should be achieved through
undermining enemy’s military and eco-
nomic potential, applying information and
psychological pressure, actively supporting
domestic opposition, using guerilla and di-
versionary methods [4].

He also rightly notes that in contem-
porary world the ability of the armed for-
ces to conduct quick and effective opera-
tions on any battleground, especially un-
conventional one, matters more than their
size. This trend is further amplified by the
quick rise of non-military methods of war-
fare: “the complex use of political, econo-
mic, information, and other non-military
measures, which are implemented with re-
liance on military force”. [4]

What is more, it is difficult to disagree
with one of Gerasimov’s key conclusions:
“combination of the traditional and hybrid
methods is already typical of every armed
conflict. And while the latter can be used
without explicit use of force, classic mili-
tary operations can no longer be success-
ful without hybrid ones”. [4] And indeed,
Russia openly develops and implements
similar approaches into practice and has no
slightest intention to stop. Russia active-
ly polishes this new type of aggression, ma-
nipulating its components, carefully (not
always though) dosing them in each spe-
cific case and checking what and where
works efficiently, making adjustments to
the direction of the strike underway. In
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fact, Russia — for the first time in a while —
managed to transform the limitations of its
strategic culture (tactical sagacity com-
bined with minimal strategic planning and
predictions of the long-term consequences
of actions) into a strategic advantage
(since the objective of Russia on the global
level is de-facto a “global anarchy”, which
Russia believes to be the desirable state
of world geopolitical space). Today we
can identify several key components that
correlate to the activities pursued within
the framework of “hybrid wars” in current
Russian practice, which can be further
combined into three large groups.

1. Traditional military means (use of re-
gular military units and weapons as well as
special operations forces).

2. Quasi-military activities (creation
and support of illegal armed groups, sup-
port and radicalization of separatist move-
ments, formal and informal private mili-
tary companies).

3. Operations of non-military influ-
ence, especially in terms of special informa-
tion operations and “active measures” (in-
cluding economic pressure, operations in
cyberspace, diplomacy, manipulating in-
formation space).

Within those three groups Russia ad-
justs its actions to apply hybrid attack
techniques to specific countries or regions.
In each specific case at different stages a
particular group is preferred, which de-
pends on current military, political and
economic situation. Moreover, Russia suc-
ceeds in consciously (or rather uncon-
sciously) achieving synergetic effect in dif-
ferent areas of hybrid confrontation inten-
sifying certain forms of hybrid warfare in
other arenas. However, as it was repeated-
ly said by various experts, there is nothing
fundamentally new in each particular ele-
ment of a hybrid war. In fact the rather
new is an elaborate interrelation of all used
asymmetric methods and the intensity of
their use to achieve strategic goals.

Nowadays we are witnessing at least
three ongoing large-scale “hybrid” opera-
tions, which are very similar despite a certain
difference in external representation: Syria
(Turkey), the European Union, Ukraine.

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The hybrid context of the Syrian knot:
prevalence of the military component

Due to Russia’s intervention, the Sy-
rian conflict — much alike the Ukrainian
one — has entered a lengthy phase of slug-
gish negotiations. Given quite a tentative
nature of deliverables following the nego-
tiations between the US and Russia (simi-
larly to Ukraine, the ceasefire regime in
Syria is rather fictious), the task for Russia
remains the same as the one in Ukraine —
to “freeze” the conflict if Moscow is unable
to benefit from its solution.

Russia’s interference into the Syrian
conflict that lasted since 2011 was not
sudden, but drastic and systematic. Ne-
vertheless, in contrast to the aggression
against Ukraine, Russia openly and im-
mediately started to use its armed forces
(aircraft, missiles). It is plausible that it is
a result of scrutinizing the Russia’s actions
in Ukraine. After all on March 1, 2014
Ukraine’s ex-president Yanukovych, who
had already been hiding in Russia at that
time, addressed Putin with a request to in-
tervene on Ukraine’s territory [5]. At that
time Russia did not carry out direct inva-
sion, entrusting paramilitary units with the
role of vanguard instead. As a result, Russia
is still compelled to officially conceal and
deny its military presence in the east of
Ukraine. It seems that a decision was taken
to exercise different approach in Syria —
declaring Russian presence right away.

Generally, the Syrian campaign was ba-
sed on the use of conventional weapons and
special forces troops. However, Russia did
not fully abandon the use of “militia” and
Russian “little green men” — private mili-
tary companies. What is more, mercenar-
ies for Syria were recruited among those
fighting for “DPR” and “LPR” with a pro-
mise of higher salary, official status and ad-
vantages of being a “liberator of the Syrian
people”. Information (non-military) com-
ponent has been virtually absent in Syria
(due to the specifics of military and politi-
cal background). Still that was not the case
of so-called “active measures.” Especially,
while the Russian intelligence units are
ever-present in Syria in large numbers and

experts are making intelligent judgments
regarding ties between the Russian special
forces and ISIS militants.

Therefore in Syria Russia has de facto
accomplished what can be described as an
almost perfect “hybrid operation”: a num-
ber of certain positive results for the pre-
sent Russian foreign policy were achieved
at a minimal (military) cost. At the same
time, the Syrian campaign is not only the
operation either to cover Russia’s own mis-
takes in other arenas (e. g. in Ukraine), ob-
tain additional foreign policy bargaining
chips or consolidate it positions in the
Middle East (what seemed a bit prob-
lematic after Qaddafi’s fall and a series
of “Arab Spring” revolutions), but also a
demonstration of the Russian Federation
armed forces’ readiness to perform opera-
tions on the distant war theaters. In sum,
Russia has quite actively started renewing
the discourse of the Cold War: mainly, by
permanent provocations by its armed for-
ces all around the world. First of all, with
its submarines (incidents with the Russian
submarines in the waters of Sweden, the
US, the UK, and France could be men-
tioned here) and aircraft (in 2015 only,
NATO fighters accompanied more than
60 Russian aircrafts, the Russian aviation
permanently appeared “by a mistake” over
territory of other states). This will periodi-
cally cause incidents similar to that with
the SU-24 downed by Turkey, but genera-
Ily, it will provoke accumulation of uncer-
tainty and anxiety in the international se-
curity sphere.

Russia has transformed its “hybrid” war
method from a testing mode toadaily (tech-
nological) level, which is proven by its re-
action to the downed aircraft and the de-
cision to escalate carefully but toughly the
confrontation with the Turkish leadership.
The whole set of pressure measures was
implemented very soon that proved either
it had been prepared in advance or it repre-
sented an established technique (these in-
cluded introducing of quite extensive eco-
nomic sanctions, provoking the Turkish
armed forces by permanent Turkey’s air-
space violations, making statements to
support Kurds, etc.).
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And it seems that Europe becomes an
arena for Russia’s new showcase operation
(similar to the Crimean scenario).

Full-scale non-military operation
in the EU: to provoke as much hate
and confusion as possible

The second hybrid operation is being
carried out within the EU. Despite the fact
that some experts predict an imminent lar-
ge scale war for the Eastern Europe and
the whole world, its probability is still low.
Nevertheless, the Baltic States have rea-
sonable grounds to fear a “hybrid threat”
from Russia and they treat this threat ra-
tionally, taking preventive measures and
learning from the Ukrainian experience.

“The migrant crisis”, caused by a huge
amount of the Middle East refugees ex-
pelled by the Syrian war moving in the
European direction, put the European
capitals into a complicated situation and
diverted their attention from other prob-
lems for a long time. In particular, this is
due to the fact that this crisis, having alle-
gedly external roots, has produced a whole
series of much deeper internal crises. These
include tough debates about internal and
external borders, about who should settle
refugees and in what manner, what to do
with them in the future, how shall the EU
react to the crisis in general (by streng-
thening unity on the common values
ground or via isolationism). All this has
sparked the rise of radical nationalistic
groups and parties, which are already con-
verting the crisis into political dividends.
About half a year into the crisis, experts
of the NATO Strategic Communications
Centre of Excellence openly point out that
Russiais behind the migrant crisis (or being
more precise, behind orchestrating crisis
radicalization using right-wing organiza-
tions and various Russian “compatriots”):
“Russia is establishing a network that can
be controlled. You can use it as they have
tried to do in Germany, combined with the
legitimate issue of refugees, to undercut
political processes in a very serious way...
They are using Russian speakers, social
media, trying to build on the existing fault
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lines. Use the far right narrative and exploit
that.” This issue became so urgent that ac-
cording to media German Government of-
ficially assigned the German intelligence
and counter-espionage agencies to analyze
whether Russia uses so called “active mea-
sures” against Germany.

In this regard, it is hard not to notice
Russia’s cumulative exploitation of the “mi-
gration crisis” potential for its own pur-
pose, which is visible at all stages and levels.
Meanwhile, the very fact of Russia’s active
airstrikes of north Syria bolsters migrant flows
to Europe. Already in March 2016 General
Breedlove connected airstrikes and ground
campaign in Syria with growing intensity of
migration to the EU in one logical chain.

Meanwhile, in Europe itself Russia ef-
fectively promotes xenophobic attitudes by
using its media and proxy radical poltical
parties and groups (financially controlled),
many of which were created deliberately
for intensifying this crisis (this looks very
plausible in the case of NGO “Donetsk
Republic”, created already in 2005 by one
of the current “DPR” leaders — A. Purgin).
The most vivid example of this smooth in-
terplay (orchestrated by Moscow) between
the “anti-European International” mem-
bers was the case of “girl Liza” in Germany,
which even caused international scandal
and harsh remarks of the German Foreign
Minister addressed to S. Lavrov.

In general, the issue of “anti-European
International” created by the Kremlin
within the EU is steadily rising to the top
of the agenda of the European capitals. An
official report on the this process by the
Czech anti-espionage agency Security and
Information Service comments it in the
following way: “Russia creates the ideolo-
gical structure in Europe, which could be
recognized by the whole European politi-
cal establishment — from the left extremists
via populists to right wing extremists,
which is considered to be the turn to the
COMINTERN concept, created and coor-
dinated by the Soviet Union”. [6] The va-
lidity of abovementioned assessment is
strongly supported by the Ukrainian jour-
nalists’ investigation regarding the Czech
President M. Zeman and his close circle.
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There are plenty of similar cases — from
multiple instances of providing loans for the
political activity of the French “National
Front” to direct accusations of the mem-
bers of Hungarian political party “Jobbik”
on espionage on behalf of Russia. And this
list is much longer. According to different
assessments, the political projects (either
certain politicians or experts), who act in
favor of the Russia’s foreign policy, are ac-
tive in at least the ten EU member states.

And most of these European states are
quite important: besides the already men-
tioned France, Germany, and the Czech
Republic, they also include Austria, Hungary,
Greece, Italy and a few others.

What is revealing about members of
this “International” (representing mostly
far-right parties, though not exclusively as
there is also a fairly large number of groups
that have nothing to do with radicalism) is
that they demonstrate similar “troglodyte”
approach to the fundamental European
concepts (like “political responsibility” or
“political culture”), as do their Kremlin cu-
rators in their internal political process.
Even direct accusations of getting funds
from Moscow not only fail to render their
leaders politically dead, but also even make
extra-promotion of their public profile.

Of no lesser scale were the actions of
the same “International” (or groups of
“useful idiots”) regarding the initiative
to hold a referendum on the Ukraine-EU
Association Agreement in the Netherlands.
Although it would be more appropriate to
state that the Dutch were being used “in
the dark”, which is characteristic of the
“active measures” practices.

The Dutch example is also demonstra-
tive because of its danger for Europe from
a strategic point of view, since Russia used
strictly internal (referendum), legitimate
mechanisms (including those of financial
nature) for the achievement of its foreign
policy goals. If this goes on, the entire in-
ternal social and political system logic
might as well be discredited.

However, this corresponds to the gene-
ral Russian “hybrid” approach: using inter-
nal mechanisms and rhetoric of the West
for its own destruction. Earlier, the same

kind of attack was launched along the
lines of “freedom of speech” when, while
appealing to the traditional values of free-
dom of speech, the Russian media (“Russia
Today” in the first place) actively manipu-
lated information while portraying such
manipulations as “an alternative point of
view”. Sometimes, the political correctness
of Europe in this area results in grotesque
situations. One such recent example pro-
vided the participation of the representa-
tives of a purely propagandist TV channel
“Zvezda” (The Star) affiliated with the
Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federa-
tion at the OSCE “Propaganda for Hatred
and Freedom of the Media” conference [7].
When speaking about using (or rather
indulging in some domestic developments)
of legal mechanisms, which could lead to
the collapse of the EU, one cannot but men-
tion the situation related to the Great Britain
and its Brexit referendum on the issue
of exit from the European Union. Incited
by the Russian propagandist forces (both
media and political), the Great Britain
became deeply divided on this issue and
the idea “to exit the EU” suddenly trans-
formed from a marginal one to the main-
stream. The outcome is yet to be seen on
June 23. In the meanwhile, in case of posi-
tive vote on Brexit, the situation will de-
velop further: experts predict (or, in fact,
even speak of it as inevitable) a referen-
dum on independence of Scotland, inten-
sified confrontation over the status of the
Northern Ireland, and the need for the EU
to revise many of its approaches (including
those related to security and regional eco-
nomics). British journalists put it straight
that the only winner of “yes” in the Brexit
referendum will be Vladimir Putin who, as
pointedly remarked by a British journalist,
is “stress testing the European Union”. [8]
One cannot say that such Russia’s ac-
tivities are fully ignored by the EU. For
example, strategic communication units
have been put in place and partially start-
ed to function within both the EU and
NATO. However, this response appears to
be rather reactive (e.g. dismissing the lies
of the Russian media or conducting ge-
neral studies of the current Russian narra-
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tives). The situation with possible proac-
tive approaches is still ambiguous.

In the meanwhile, Russia’s activities
amplify internal political tensions, aggra-
vate economic problems and strengthen
the influence of domestic destructive op-
position in the EU. All combined, these are
what Gerasimov has proclaimed to be the
purposes of a “hybrid warfare”.

Russia’s goal in Europe was recently
precisely described by James Sherr. Accor-
ding to him, the West does not doubt, it
knows that Russia is going through eco-
nomic difficulties in different spheres.
Understandably, this cannot last a long
time and the Russians are willing to find
a handsome way out. But why they don’t
stop shooting? For Sherr the answer is pret-
ty obvious — because the Russians under-
stand that the West is as weak politically as
Russia is economically. They believe that
political variable is decisive and that unity
of the West, at least in its current form, is
unstable and not lasting. Hence, if they win
the political battle, all other issues, inclu-
ding related to the economy, will get set-
tled as well. Sherr does not argue that they
are right, but he believes this is how the si-
tuation is perceived in the Kremlin [9].

Still the question is much more acute:
will Russia be able to destroy not only the
European political solidarity on certain is-
sues, but also the European structure as a
whole? Unless counter measures are taken,
it is quite possible that the answer is “yes”.

Until recently, unfortunately, Europe
has not been able to muster the strength to
address this threat in a comprehensive man-
ner (as shown by local elections in Germany
where representatives of the Alternative
for Germany party, which is linked to the
Kremlin, were able to gain seats in some lo-
cal parliaments). And the problem is not
that the attacks come from a variety of direc-
tions and they are difficult to counter. The
problem is rather that Europe (or at least a
significant part of it) has not yet fully real-
ized that the new geopolitical reality where
“peace” is not an equivalent to the “there-is-
no-shooting” state-of-play. The destructive
hybrid activity of Russia blurs the bound-
aries between "peace” and “war”. A specter
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of a “Cold War”, in its new shape, has not
only come to the EU border, but also has
been very much active there, something the
Europeans prefer not to notice. Or rather
they are not ready to change their un-
derstanding of the reality in order to re-
spond adequately to the obvious cha-
llenge. NATO'’s attempts to tackle this issue
have been more successful, although still not
sufficient.

Ukraine: two years of countering
hybrid warfare

For more than two years already,
Ukraine has been countering the Russian-
terrorist forces and Russia’s massive ag-
gression in the form of “hybrid warfare.”
In this timespan we have faced, probably,
all its manifestations outlined at the begin-
ning of this article: direct military aggres-
sion, use of subversive and reconnaissance
groups, attacks of quasi-military struc-
tures (such as “militia” and “Cossacks”),
constant incitement of separatist move-
ments across all of Ukraine, economic
pressure (through imposing of sanctions
and phytosanitary control, demanding the
payback of a USD 3 bln. loan issued to the
Yanukovych regime, smuggling of the re-
maining industrial complex facilities from
the occupied territories of Donetsk and
Luhansk oblasts into the territory of the
Russian Federation), diplomatic pressure
on all levels (local, regional, and interna-
tional), permanent information and psy-
chological warfare, and finally, probably
the first in the world successful cyber-at-
tack against an object of critical infrastruc-
ture (the Prykarpattiaoblenergo regional
power distribution company).

One should not forget that the aggression
became possible not only because Russia
was physically capable of launching it. The
weak reaction of the West to the Russian ag-
gression against Georgia in 2008 gave rise to
the sense of permissiveness and impunity in
the minds of the Russian leaders. Although,
when one speaks about Russia’s hybrid
warfare against Ukraine, it often appears
overlooked that the aggression has been
launched by a nuclear nation that reminds,
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every now and then, about its nuclear status
to the rest of the world. Besides, it is hard to
ignore a purely numerical superiority of the
Russian Federation over Ukraine in both
live force and weapons.

The goals of the Russian Federation re-
garding Ukraine, by all and large, have
changed little last two years (in fact, this pe-
riod is longer). They still comprise the same
task of creating a territorial entity uncon-
trolled by the Ukrainian government inside
Ukraine, general destabilization of the social
and political situation, economic exhaustion
of Ukraine, redirecting the Ukrainian re-
sources from current issues, and blocking the
European integration processes [10].

Despite all this, Ukraine persists in
actively countering the aggression. This
does not mean any reduction of threats
from the Russian Federation, though.
The direct military aggression remains
to be a real and tangible threat for Uk-
raine (possibly, for many Eastern Euro-
pean nations as well). It is worth men-
tioning that we, like our Western part-
ners, with stubbornness better app-
lied elsewhere, often continue to unde-
restimate the changes that have taken
place as a result of the so-called Ser-
dyukov’s reform. All the related scandals
notwithstanding, many experts agree
that the reform carried out by Serdyu-
kov was the most encompassingone in the
Russian armed forces since 1930’s. First
of all (according to Gerasimov), there has
been a gradual shift from a massive con-
script army to high levels of permanent
combat readiness of units and improve-
ment of interoperability of forces. For in-
stance, 23 cumbersome divisions have
been replaced with 40 more maneuverable
brigades capable of acting independently.
A significant step has been made to get rid
of the so-called “paper” units, staffed with
carrier officers only serving with ware-
houses of unused weapons and military
equipment. Combating that, a shift to-
wards full-staff units has occurred. Efforts
to create a contract army become more
targeted, since it is impossible to train
conscripts to adequately use the increa-
singly sophisticated military equipment,

specifically in the context of rearmament
plans of the Russia’s “State Armaments
Program 2020”. The Russians have al-
so improved the interoperability of their
forces through the creation of five strate-
gic commands allowing for better control
by field commanders of all groups of forces
within their area of responsibility.

Minister Shoigu has only consolidated
these changes. Drastic improvements in mi-
litary training and rapidly increased fre-
quency of exercises have been probably the
most important achievements of the new
Russia’s defense minister. When speak-
ing about the exercises, one should remem-
ber that those are snap exercises and not
show-exercises that are held with a half year
advance notice. In this way, combat-like
conditions for the exercises are created.

To summarize these changes, we can re-
fer to the opinion of experts of the Euro-
pean Council on Foreign Relations: “For
the first time, the Russian army had a pyra-
mid structure, with few decision-mak-
ers at the top and more officers servicing
the troops... While such high readiness le-
vels have not yet been achieved, one has to
bear in mind that before the reforms some
Russian divisions needed about a year of
preparation before deploying to Chechnya.”
Outstanding success of this reform could be
illustrated by the following: Moscow was
able to maintain thousands of fully equipped
troops at a constant state of readiness near
the Russian-Ukrainian border for several
months and simultaneously conduct mili-
tary exercises with participation of 80 thou-
sand of troops in other parts of the country.

Several important aspects withhold these
transformations and give us time to find so-
lutions and increase our defense capability:

* rampant corruption (one might even
say “state creating” corruption, as in Sta-
nislaw Lem’s artificial state of Lamblia).
It is impossible to overcome it in modern
Russia, because it is cementing the founda-
tion of the current political regime;

 demographic crisis, which compli-
cates any form (contract or enlistment)
of new soldiers’ recruitment (which might
lead to considering the need to reduce the
sheer number of troops);
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» ambitions of political and military
leadership that do not always correspond
to real economic capabilities of the state
(this leads to various megalomaniac pro-
jects, whose number, however, is steadily
decreasing).

However, these constraining elements
should not spur the deceptive calm. The
Russian army is not just the crowd of “can-
non fodder” as some “experts” try to de-
pict. It is the force which has to be taken
into account and we must be ready to face
it on the battlefield. Therefore, the deve-
lopment of defense and security sector, de-
fense industry is an objective long-term
priority for the country, regardless of the
current political situation.

Besides, Russia does not give up hopes
to forge a kind of an “army” using person-
nel of the “DPR” and “LPR”, based on
the Russian model. The Southern District
Command of the Russian Federation Ar-
med Forces Reserve, which has been crea-
ted to perform this task, works on that.
Major command and staff positions in such
a “military” corps have been occupied by
the Russian officers. Up to 40 % of the
ranks of these armies are the inhabitants
of the occupied territories of Donetsk and
Luhansk regions. Altogether, it allows
Russia to keep forces sufficient to start of-
fensive actions in the occupied territories.

However, Russia is not going to rely
only on its own Armed Forces and proxy
pseudo-armies in pseudo-republics — from
year to year Russia is increasingly active
in using its own private military compa-
nies and will continue to increasingly ex-
pand the practice. Ukrainian experts pro-
vide quite a detailed description of the ex-
ploitation of various PMCs by Russia (un-
der the guise of “security firms” or their
analogues) in numerous “hot spots” — from
Bosnia to Ukraine and Syria.

The highest level of attention to this
issue is corroborated by a discussion on
this matter at a recent conference of the
Academy of Military Sciences of the Russian
Federation on February 27, 2016. And,
most likely, the pressure of these various
PMCs on Ukraine will only grow as well as
the activities of different sabotage-recon-
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naissance groups. But only Ukraine should
expect increased activity of these struc-
tures on its territory — many of Russia’s
neighbors (formally — allies) may “acci-
dentally” find themselves under attack.

The attempts to influence Ukraine or
the realization of the Ukrainian interests
through diplomatic mechanisms continue
unabated. At the UN level, Russia has re-
verted to the time-tested tactics of using
thevotesof some countries from Asia, Africa
and Latin America in exchange for eco-
nomic and military preferences. It is using
BRICS and the SCO to demonstrate its
emergence from international isolation.
We should not also ignore the issues, which
are painful for the West and could be af-
fected by Russia — among them are pre-
sently Syria and ISIS. Although the West
still preserves the unity on the issue of the
Russian-Ukrainian conflict, ignoring the
pressure of the Syrian question on this uni-
ty would have been short-sighted.

As we have already noted, Ukraine on
its own is in a unique situation — not on-
ly have we become the first country where
a full-fledged (as previously it was tried
in Georgia) new model of aggression has
been tested by the Russian Federation. We
were able to defend ourselves (sometimes —
paying too high a price) and develop mecha-
nisms to counteract the most aggressive hy-
brid attacks and at the same time to conti-
nue the positional fight against a much
stronger enemy. Thus our experience is not
just worthy of a closer look (it is already
being explored by the structures of NATO
and the certain Eastern European coun-
tries) — it is unique in terms of assessment
of threats which the world (and particular-
ly Europe) will have to deal with very soon.

In his last interview with The Atlantic,
US President Barack Obama said frankly
that “The fact is that Ukraine, which is a
non-NATO country, is going to be vulne-
rable to military domination by Russia no
matter what we do”. [11] And it is impor-
tant for understanding what our Western
partners’ actually expect — the ability to
defend ourselves on our own. Not to rely
on “NATO forces”, but to build efficient,
modern and combat-ready armed forces
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that will be able to restrain the militaris-
tic impulses of the northeastern neighbor.

We should not entertain themselves with
illusions that Russia will give up a new kind
of warfare — almost the all Russian military
research efforts are aimed at its further de-
velopment and specification. And, recogniz-
ing the Russia’s ability to find successful lo-
cal (but strategically wrong) decisions, it is
necessary to understand that there are not
only Ukraine and the Baltic States in the ar-
ea of direct “hybrid threats”, but also all the
Russia’s CSTO neighbors and Europe as a
whole. As part of its “hybrid strategy” and
a course towards anarchic global security
environment, Russia could consciously re-
sume a number of “frozen conflicts”, partic-
ularly in Transnistria, Nagorno-Karabakh
and other regions. And this trend is now
unfolding — Vladimir Putin has already
expressed readiness to support Serbia in its
position on Kosovo [12].

For over 20 years we have ignored or pre-
ferred not to notice the permanent threat,
and we cannot afford this attitude anymore.
But were we only who “did not notice” it?
It’s hard to ignore the stubborn refusal of the
leaders of key world powers to notice more
and more pronounced signs of backsliding on
democracy, capacity building, strengthening
of authoritarian tendencies and (primari-
ly geopolitical) revanchism in the Russian
Federation. All this led to missing the point,
when the actions of the Russian leadership
became a serious threat to European and
world security. Significantly, despite the
constant “reforms” in key international secu-
rity structures (OSCE and NATO) in 1990’s
and 2000’s, none of them was sufficiently
ready for action in the new conditions of hy-
brid warfare. Russia’s hybrid operations are
turning the whole area of international secu-
rity to a single “risk zone.” Thus a situation
is being created, when the hybrid aggression
can be resolutely implemented against any
country or group of countries (as exemplified
in Russia’s actions in the EU’s informatio-
nal and political space), including military
(quasi-military) methods.

Returning to the Ukrainian context,
it should be clearly understood: even if
the fighting does not resume (or is not

overarching as it was during the summer
of 2014 — winter 2015), even if the Russian
side fully implements the Minsk agree-
ments and restores Ukraine’s control over
the border (which seems almost unbelie-
vable at the moment) — even in this case
hybrid warfare will not stop and it will be
transformed only partially.

Even now it is clear that in addi-
tion to increasing informational pres-
sure and transforming “DPR” — “LPR”
into the lasting destabilize factor for the
Ukrainian life, the Russian Federation
uses the tactics of provoking radical
events in Ukraine as well as in Europe.
The most recent facts of detection of the
Russian surveillance “embedded” into the
ranks of the Ukrainian volunteer batta-
lions and national-patriotic organiza-
tions indicate that Russia is ready to fight
for Ukraine “to the last Ukrainian.” And
“active measures” by the Russian special
services will only accrue. An illustrative
case: the most ardent supporter of the so-
called “Third Maidan” protest movement,
moderator of many pages in social net-
works, which urges Ukrainian patriots to
“go out” and “fight against the regime of
internal occupation” is the former sepa-
ratist “militant”, living in Russia. And the
number of such cases is growing.

Discussion on Donbas often oversha-
dows the issue of Crimea. Meanwhile, the
militarization of Crimea is in full swing,
and quite unlikely that this is “for no-
thing” — Crimea might become another
factor in escalation, which could be pro-
voked by Russia quite deliberately and
thoughtfully. Especially in a case, when
the plans of strengthening military pre-
sence there will be fully implemented.

Partial lull on the front should not pro-
voke self-deceptive thoughts that “every-
thing is over.” We have got quite a nom-
inal respite (including through constant-
ly criticized the Minsk IT) which we have
to use for real economic reforms, improve-
ment of the security and defense system
and search of complex solutions to count-
er hybrid threats in the near future.

Hybrid war did not start and will not
end in Ukraine.

“WAR” CONCEPT: SEMANTICS AND PRAGMATICS

Interpretation problems of the notion of the war in the context of Russia’s
aggression in Ukraine are analyzed on the basis of the international law semantics of
the terms “war”, “armed conflict” and “hybrid warfare”. Various and controversial
versions of Ukraine's armed conflict representation, which correlated with the
contradictions of its many names (international armed conflict, civil war, proxy war,
hybrid warfare, etc.), are examined. These terms define ways to interpret events and
form a conceptual framework within which politicians and diplomats act.

The expediency of the cognitive-linguistic methods use to analyze the semantics
of the “war” concept is shown and the established schemes for its implementation are
identified (war is a natural disaster, war is a journey).

MECHANISM OF SOCIAL TRANSFORMATIONS: TO THE PROBLEM OF
PHILOSOPHICAL UNDERSTANDING

The mechanism of social transformation as difficult, varied phenomenon in which
subjective and objective constituents co-operate steadily examined in the article.
The purpose of the article is clarification at the level of pﬁilosophical generalization
of essence of mechanism of social transformations. Grounded, that any social-
transformation mechanism must include, at least, three blocks: 1) liquidation of
obsolete institutional limitations, characteristic for the stable state of former frame of

society, which became reason of system crisis; 2) tests of possibilities of the system
in absence former limitations; 3) stabilizing of frame of society due to forming high-

quality of new institutional limitations.

SECURITY STUDIES IN SOCIAL-PHILOSOPHIC CONTEXT

Actuality of the study is caused by the fact that security provision as a problem
of social-political character is of more supplemented with its social-cultural one. It is
connected both with processes of “post-modern” society (“risk society” by U. Beck)
development and complication of social being as a whole. In the circles of social studies
there are discussions on the nature of security and on the subject of security studies.
Basic “security” category as well as “national security” term are trans-disciplinary
and synthetic ones of political and social sciences, military and economic ones. It
makes to interpret the category quite widely. The stable social studies definition of
“security” stillpdoes not exist. “National security” as a specific category is a part of
“security” concept, but the “security” category is being integrated from adjacent
fields of social sciences: from the political sciences (where the “security” category
together with the “national interests” one is the key one) on the one hand, and from
the military sciences — from the other. “(National) security” studies as a scientific-
practical discipline are quite new. However, “securitology” as a scientific-theoretical
discipline — of inter-disciplinary character — still has not been fully formed and has not
achieved serious theoretical-methodological basis and slim structure.

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The article highlights research and legislative activity that helps solve the problem
of civilized coexistence of citizens of Ukraine. The author analyses main types of
state-church relations as exemplified by specific European states. Most attention is
paid to specific ethnic-religious religion and to repair relations with relevant national
churches. The article suggests some high priority measures aimed on creation of
conditions for realization of integrative opportunities of religious factors.
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In all societies, at least prior to the
Enlightenment, religion served as a basis
for formation of ideology determining the
existence of culture. All important areas
of society and its institutions were deter-
mined by the religious legitimacy this way
or the other. Today they are separated from
the order of life and culture specified for
the society as a whole by the religion and
have the status of independent subsystems.
However, in fact, religion has become one
of the spheres of social life. Now it coex-
ists with the art, philosophy, science, pol-
itics, economics and so on. According to
the differentiation and specialization of so-
ciety the individual acquires the status of
free and autonomous entity: he is not re-
quired to submit to the power of the reli-
gious tradition. He is free to use the op-
portunities to choose any branch of know-
ledge opening prospects for his capacities.
Man has the right to profess any religion or
profess none being limited to purely secu-
lar activities.

Over the past five centuries the
European cultural space has been deve-
loping under the banner of seculariza-
tion. It was one of the major forces that
have shaped the image of modern Europe.
Secularization in society reaffirmed the
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secular spirit inherent to modern human.
This manifests in considerable decrease of
human appeals to God, religious explana-
tion of various aspects of life and involve-
ment of religious institutions in solving
daily problems of society and an indivi-
dual. Language of religion and its concepts
largely distance from everyday experience.
Life of the modern world and church ser-
mon share less and less common space.
According to P. Berger: “the current situa-
tion is not conducive to the authority of
religious truth” [1].

Naturally, now no one attempts to
see in theology that “queen of the spi-
rit”, which previously possessed the hu-
man mind and served as a supreme censor
in any field of knowledge. However, the
above does not indicate the death of the
sacred in today’s life (for example, theolo-
gy of “dead God” by D. Bonhoffer, and oth-
ers). Religion continues to exist. It is not
isolated from other areas of society and of-
ten is quite active in stating its social posi-
tion. Its relations with the society remain
comprehensive and are not identical in dif-
ferent countries, even if they are democra-
tic. The fact is that the nature and speci-
ficity of these relationships are determined
by several factors — by historical tradition,

-
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archetypes of the local culture, the current
regime, form of government, the socio-eco-
nomic development and so on.

Since the confessional segment is an in-
tegral institutionalized part of the society,
its functions are determined by the state
policy towards religion. There are certain
types of the church-state relations, which in
their turn provide an understanding of so-
cial and religious processes in general. The
most common types of church-state rela-
tions in the modern world are the following:

e Legal support of the church in
the state. In other words, we are talking
about the model of the state church,
which primarily involves public funding of
particular religious organizations assigned
to perform certain public functions
(registration of newborns, death, marriage
etc.). Often the statutes and regulations
adopted by the higher authorities of such
religious bodies acquire a legal status of an
official law. The status of state church in
different ways is typical for denominations
in Greece, Denmark, England, Sweden,
Saudi Arabia and secured in the
constitutions of more than 40 countries.

® The concordat system. This model
envisages the conclusion of appropriate
agreements between one or more religious
institutions, on the one hand, and the
state, on the other. Signing the concordat
has the power of international law, and
its provisions can not be changed by the
government unilaterally. In addition, the
concordat system provides significant
benefits to certain churches in different
areas of their activities. This model of
church-state relations is characteristic for
Italy, Chile and Argentina.

e Separation of the church from the
state. The essence of this type of relations
is the inability of the church institutions
to interfere in the affairs of state with
simultaneous presumption of the reverse
perspective. The model is inherent to the
former socialist countries and is preserved
in several regions of the post-communist
domain.

e Church and state separation. In this
approach, the relations of state and church
are based on the complete non-intervention

of both institutions into each other’s affairs
and on guarantee of the general freedom of
religion, formation of tolerance, the lack of
special government body for oversight over
the religious entities. A typical example of
this model are the United States, where
religious freedom is one of the highest
democratic values.

Let us consider the role and place of re-
ligion in the modern society on the exam-
ple of some countries. In particular, we will
look at the experience of the Netherlands,
Germany and Greece.

The system of the church-state relations
in the Netherlands is characterized by sep-
aration of the church from the state, but
it is not completely polar, when the sub-
jects of relationships do not contact with
each other. In practice this is the freedom
of religion and confession and neutrality of
the state towards them. The Constitution
guarantees the freedom to practice or
not to practice religion. This right may
be restricted only by a special Act of the
Parliament in order to protect the pub-
lic health and keep the peace. In addition,
as Sophie van Beesberweld writes: “The
Constitution guarantees not only freedom
of religion, but also freedom to act accord-
ing to person’s own beliefs without the risk
of being responsible before the law. This
means that only the national legislature is
competent to outline the specific scope of
expression of the religious freedom” [2].

The Fundamental Law also prohibits
discrimination on religious, philosophical,
racial or other ground. In addition, it pro-
vides freedom of religious education.

Regarding the latter statement, the
public education presupposes respect for
any religion. Various educational docu-
ments provide respect for the values and
traditions of different religions. Secular
education is represented and subsidized
under the same conditions as religious ed-
ucation. Private schools are funded by the
state, if their curricula meet the approved
standards. Almost 60 per cent of primary
schools in the country are private (owned
by denominations). Since the late 19th
century there are also universities of con-
fessional nature supported by the state.
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Religion occupies a decent place in the
information domain of the Netherlands.
Religious associations are widely present-
ed in the media. In this area they work
alone or with certain broadcasters of reli-
gious orientation. Procedure and scope of
broadcasting as well as financing are regu-
lated by law.

There is no direct financial support from
the state, though it exists in some ways.
It is about some religious ceremonies, for
example in the army, in prisons, hospitals
and others. In this case the spiritual ser-
vice is viewed as an inseparable part of
such activities. Indirect financial support
is provided in the form of tax exemptions.
It should be pointed out that the legal sta-
tus of churches as legal entities is different
to that of other organizations, such as asso-
ciations or foundations.

There is no constitutional authorities
for consulting churches on the relevant as-
pects of the current legislation. Religious
organizations are expected to monitor the
current law themselves.

In the Netherlands there are quite a lot
of social and cultural institutions in the
sphere of education, mass media and health
care based on religion. The Government in
many ways supports the activities of such
institutions, encouraging them to work in
the mainstream of public interests.

The German model of the church-state
relations is of democratic nature. The re-
searchers indicate that it is based on three
core principles — neutrality, tolerance and
equality — and occupies an intermediate
position between the model and the state
church and the model of complete church
and state separation.

Neutrality implies that a state does not
interfere in the internal affairs of religious
organizations, neither supports any of them
nor associates itself with any denomina-
tion available. Tolerance manifests itself by
respect of the state to religious preferenc-
es of its citizens. Equality implies a legal as-
pect in the first place — similar legal norms
are applicable to all churches. However,
the German Constitutional Court speci-
fies that under certain circumstances (the
social impact and the number of followers)
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the State may maintain a different attitude
towards various confessions.

Financially the church is independent
on the state. However, government pro-
vides subsidies, particularly for hospitals,
military chaplains and others.

The relations between the state and
the church in Germany are regulated by
the Ministry of Culture with departments
functioning in each administrative-territo-
rial district.

The state-church relations in Greece are
somewhat different and may be reduced to
a few basic principles: Christianity is pro-
claimed the state religion; the church is
seen as a corporate institution operating in
the system of public law; it enjoys a privi-
leged status; the state vests the church
with powers inherent in the state author-
ities. The State reserves the right to in-
tervene in the affairs of the church, even
internal affairs. However, this interven-
tion does not rely on direct coercion and
is implemented through legislation and le-
gal tradition.

Freedom of religion applies to ad-
herents of all religions in Greece. The
Greek Constitution states in this regard:
“Freedom of religious conscience shall not
be abused. Completeness of personal and
civil rights of an individual is independent
on his\her religious beliefs. All recognized
religions are free in their worships and pro-
tected by law. Only those forms of religious
practice shall be prohibited, which... violate
the public order or moral principles...” [3].

The Charter of the Hellas Church has
the status of the public law. The Holy
Synod is entitled to issue its own regula-
tions becoming effective after their publi-
cation in the Gazette.

Greece has the law on the non-Ortho-
dox denominations. For example, in order
to construct a church, a mosque or a syna-
gogue one needs along with other formal-
ities a permission of the local Orthodox
Bishop. Although, refusal of the Bishop
does not have capacity of the administra-
tive prohibitions, the relevant state au-
thorities take it into consideration.

The Hellas Church remains influential
in the sphere of education and family rela-
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tions. In particular, religious education in
elementary and secondary schools is based
on the tenets and traditions of the Eastern
(Orthodox) Church. Non-Orthodox pupils
are not required to attend these classes.

Religious marriage has the same le-
gal force as civil (introduced in 1982).
Although many barriers for marriage
are removed from the Civil Code, the
Orthodox Church preserves them. It is pri-
marily about the third marriage, marriage
to non-Orthodox, marriage between close
relatives and others.

It is noteworthy that it is a norm for the
state to fund the Orthodox Church.

In order to determine the role of reli-
gious systems in Europe it is worth com-
pare it with the place of religious tradi-
tion in the Muslim societies. In brief, the
historical-religious factors and social-po-
litical relations developed on their basis
were important components specifying do-
mestic and foreign policy of the most Arab
countries. This factor remains one of the
political and ideological foundations of the
Islamic states structure reflected in their
constitutional provisions.

For example, Saudi Arabia is a country,
where Islam is not only a state religion, but
also the main law of the country, which de-
termines the nature of the socio-econom-
ic system, a system of state administra-
tion and authorities, the order of their es-
tablishment and functioning as well as du-
ties and obligations of the citizens. The
Fundamentals of Power (Article 1) adop-
ted in 1992 state: “The Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia is a sovereign Arab state. Islam is its
religion, the Book of Almighty Allah and
the Sunnah of his Prophet, peace be upon
him, is its Constitution” [4].

Thus, one may state that the current
stage of the social and state development
of Arab countries is marked by extensive
use of Islam regulations and Sharia norms.

Comparison of social and religious pro-
cesses in Europe and in the Muslim East
demonstrates significant differences be-
tween them. The religious environment of
the West is a part of the civil society and
is sufficiently pluralistic. Plurality sug-
gests development of various, often com-

peting confessions, while religion more of-
ten becomes a «<matter of individual tastes,
a subjective choice of an individual. In
other words, freedom of conscience in the
Western world has really wide frames con-
tributing to the democratization of the re-
ligious life.

The Arab world, on the contrary, tends
mainly to practicing values of a single re-
ligious system — Islamic. This system re-
ceives the state status and as normative
regulatory covers all spheres of the func-
tioning society as normative regulatory
instrument. Non-Islamic religions in soci-
ety and their impact is insignificant.

It is appropriate to analyze the specifics
of the religious life for the Ukrainian soci-
ety at the present stage of its development
in the legal context in order to see of it cor-
responds to the international law and the
European democratic standards.

The need to realize necessity and op-
portunities for forming a non-conflict
strategy for solving political, economic
and social problems put forward a task of
implementing guarantees for fundamental
human rights affecting spiritual constitu-
tion of a human being. The church-state
relations in Ukraine have eventful history.
There was a time, when the church law was
a part of the Code of Law of the Russian
Empire and regulate civil legal relations
of not only the believers of the Russian
Orthodox Church, but also of all citizens.
At present there are a number of problems
in the relations of the subjects of the right
in the civil and church law spheres (e.g.,
family issues, morality, international and
inter-ethnic marriages, child rights, mili-
tary and alternative service, etc.).

Educating and awareness raising ac-
tivities should form the non-conflict mod-
els for addressing religious and social dif-
ferences in society, contribute to the con-
stitution of the civil society in Ukraine
and consolidation of the Ukrainian people
around the democratic values and guar-
antees for rights of a human and a citizen
with the right for freedom of conscience
and religion as their essential components.

Today Ukraine joins the European
and world democracy. The International
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Charter of Human Rights and other inter-
national instruments preventing violation
of human rights occupy a prominent place
in this context.

The International Charter of Human
Rights (in particular. Art. 18 of the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights
in the Sphere of Right for Freedom of
Conscience and Religion) puts strict re-
quirements for guarantees of individual
and civil rights of a citizen. Certainly, most
of the laws of Ukraine complies with the in-
ternational law. Well-known, for example,
is the opinion of the former OSCE High
Commissioner Mr. van der Stoel on the
Ukrainian legislation regulating the rights
of minorities, which, according to him, is a
model for many countries in Europe.

One can cite the Laws of Ukraine On
Citizenship of Ukraine, On Languages in
Ukraine, or On Education, whose Art. 20
equals the clergy with educators in the ed-
ucational process along with figures of sci-
ence, culture, public employees and public
organizations. The action of such rules of
law in Ukraine is extremely fruitful, because
the priesthood is recognized as the national
intelligence and other layers of intelligence
adhere to the eternal values of religion.

It is to be recalled that before the
1000-year anniversary of Christianity in
Ukraine there were 18 different confes-
sions, denominations of various direc-
tions and types counting 5500 communi-
ties. Now there are more than 100 religious
flows with a total number of entities 35,000.
Moreover, in addition to the Eastern and
Western Christian orientations tradition-
al for Ukraine, there are Protestant chur-
ches, religious communities of national mi-
norities in Ukraine (by the way, at least
five of them are for believers of Russian or-
igin, while the Ukrainian communities in
Russia do not have this). Orientalist (or
with oriental elements) teachings and prac-
tices that require a specific approach in the
European Christian tradition, have become
also popular in the recent time.

Such developments in the religious and
clerical life in Ukraine shows that in a short
period of time there appeared many new
legal objects in its civil and legal environ-
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ment. Unfortunately, not all of them have
proper legal culture, so their relations often
switch from religious sphere to political, vi-
olating the rights of the Ukrainian citizen-
ship. If new legal subjects were created in
the sustained legal environment, probably
the situation would be less critical.

The Ukrainian state should particular-
ly take into account the fact that its inter-
ests and ethical orientations are certain-
ly based on the Christian axiological sys-
tem, because almost the entire spectrum of
the Ukrainian religious beliefs traditional-
ly rests in the Christianity domain.

The above statistics and contemporary
sociological research testify to the capaci-
ty of Ukrainian churches. More than half
of citizens in Ukraine consider themselves
believers, and in some western regions they
are more than 80 %.

Matter apart from the spirit is sick and
evil. Therefore, a special form of human
rights violation, namely clericalism in its
most surrogate forms propagated in the
transition period in some spheres of the so-
ciety activities. Primarily this is true for
pre-school, secondary school and the armed
forces, because there is no comprehensive
concept of the church-state relations in the
Ukrainian state (like the National Security
Concept of Ukraine or the Ethnic Policy
Concept of Ukraine developed in due time
by the State Committee of Ukraine on
Nationalities and Religions with involve-
ment of academic institutions).

Ukraine will continue the tradition of
European secular state, which guarantees
equal rights to all citizens and their associa-
tions, with the exception of anti-Ukrainian
and anti-human activities, that contradict
toitem 3 of Article 1 and item 5 of Article 5
of the Declaration on the Elimination of All
Forms of Intolerance and Discrimination
Based on Religion or Belief (Resolution
36,/55 of the UN on November 25, 1981).

Experience in many countries indicates
the need to have special policies and instru-
ments of governance in this field for a tran-
sition period. It is in the first place the state
agency that should work in the state-legal
environment, i.e. to operate with different
(including religious) organizations as legal
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entities. Then their activities will be pre-
dictable and subject to legal adjustments in
contrast to arbitrary or spontaneous emo-
tional fluctuations, with no corporate pri-
orities and national interests.

Analysis of the current legal framework
of Ukraine shows a number of problems
of legal entities in the sphere of constitu-
tional, civil and canon law, in particular
problems of minorities, family, morality,
international and inter-ethnic marriages,
children’s rights, women, military and al-
ternative service and others.

If the Church considers the interests of
the nation, it naturally supports the desire
to build the state as a civilized instrument
of its vital interests. However, often the
Church does not reflect the interests of the
nation, but considers merely its own inter-
ests and often the interests of another na-
tion (or representatives of natives, which
dominate in its spiritual establishment).

In Ukraine this negative tendency is
supported by the fact that for over thou-
sand years the religious centers, to which
the Ukrainian churches were subordi-
nate, were located abroad. So, all powers
of the Orthodox church was used for rus-
sification of Ukrainians and even chang-
ing their intrinsic mental structures. That
is why the process of establishing its own
statehood and an independent church as
an inseparable attribute of its sovereignty
proves so important and so painful for the
Ukrainian people.

Influence of religious factors on imple-
mentation of the strategy of Ukraine’s in-
tegration into the European community
and protection of the rights and freedoms
of human and citizen according to the in-
ternational standards is, in our opinion,
an interesting subject for consideration by
scientists.

Movement of the Ukrainian state in
the European direction is a multidimen-
sional process in its nature. It requires in-
volvement of various components of social
life — from political to, relatively speak-
ing, domestic and customary. However, on
a subjective level, i.e. on the decision-ma-
king level there is no understanding of the
European progress of Ukraine as a com-

plex problem. Some one-sided vision of the
European integration dominates. Today,
for example, political, economic and mil-
itary incorporation of Ukraine into the
European context is being extensively dis-
cussed, but that’s it. The subject is virtu-
ally exhausted. However, little (if any) is
mentioned about the effect of fundamental
cultural factors, such as religion, language,
morals, traditions, etc. in implementation
of the European intentions of our country.
However, these factors can be predominant
in implementation of the Euro-Atlantic in-
tegration in purely material sphere.

Ignoring the spiritual dimension of the
European integration does not only re-
duce the understanding of Ukraine’s prog-
ress towards the EU, but also acts as a sig-
nificant obstacle on the way. Specifics of
the religious life of society raised by the
needs of the nation in its own denomina-
tional structure significantly helps the eth-
nic community to realize its self-esteem
and self-sufficiency, thus being a powerful
factor in development of the nation state
as a full and equal partner in the interna-
tional relations. The Italian philosopher
Vincenzo Gioberti wrote: “Everywhere
and at all times the social order was built
on sacerdotes, a city emerged from the
temple, the laws were derived from the or-
acles... education and culture of the people
developed from its religion. Religion in re-
lation to all other institutions and orders
is the same as creation in relation to exis-
tence... that is a dynamic and organic prin-
ciple, which produces, preserves, restores
and improves them” [5]. The truthfulness
of the above is confirmed in the global and
national historical context.

By the end of the 10th century the
KyivanRus (including the territory of mo-
dern Ukraine) even geographically did not
not belong to the European countries. At
that time, Europe was a geopolitical space
synthesized by the Christian spiritual tradi-
tion. Everything located to the east of this
area was associated with pagan and barba-
ric world with Rus-Ukraine being a part of
it. To rise to the level of civilized nations, it
was not enough to maintain political, eco-
nomic, commercial, and military contacts
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with them. A necessary condition for Rus
to converge with the Western countries
was the need to prove its spiritual similari-
ty. The best was to adopt the new faith and
such step was made. The Grand Prince of
Kyiv VolodymyrSvyatoslavovych made it.

Christianization of the national cul-
ture actually initiated a new history of
the Ukrainian spirituality. “Thanks to the
introduction of Christianity Byzantine,
old Bulgarian and through them the an-
cient spiritual heritage came to Rus, wrote
V. Gorsky, and became a part of the spir-
itual ground facilitating the growths of
the Ukrainian culture” [6]. Moreover, the
Byzantine Christian tradition (it was es-
tablished in the Ukrainian land in the times
of the princedom) led to an intensive dia-
logue held with representatives of various
faiths throughout the history of the Rus
state. “Neither in the 11th century, nor lat-
er stopped its active engagement in the po-
litical and spiritual realm with the Catholic
West. Active exchange of ambassadors with
the Pope was implemented. KyivanRus
Princes had international dynastic rela-
tions with the Catholic Europe — Prince
Yaroslav with France, Prince Vsevolod
with England, Prince Mstislav with
Sweden, Norway, Denmark, etc” [7].

Why is the integration potential of the
confessional factor not used properly in
the European integration movement in
Ukraine? After the Moscow Patriarchate
Metropolitan take-over in 1683 the Kyiv
metropole the religious sphere of the
Ukrainian society underwent major mod-
ifications not for the better. Ideological
pluralism and tolerance inherent in the na-
tional Ukrainian Orthodox Church were
abused. The democratic organization of
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church was also
changed. The latter as a part of the Russian
Orthodox Church transformed into the
ideological instrument of the autocracy.

Then there was the Soviet era and for
over 70 years the official policy of the im-
perial was aimed at rejection of the reli-
gious organizations. Religious institutions
were actually forced out of the society.

The consequences of “building commu-
nism” left its marks. It manifests primari-
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ly in mass consciousness stereotypes pro-
ducing a phenomenon that can be called
“liberal nihilism”. Today we are witnessing
a somewhat paradoxical situation. Despite
the fact that the period of independence of
Ukraine was called the period of Ukrainian
national-religious renaissance, we observe
indifferent and sometimes negative at-
titude of the people to the sphere of re-
ligious life. Despite the freedom of con-
science and religion, guarantees of equali-
ty before the law regardless of confessional
belonging, rapid development of a network
of religious institutions, active participa-
tion of the latter in public events there is
a lack of understanding of the internal log-
ic of these processes. It is essential to re-
ceive clear answers to the following ques-
tions: What is the role of confessional fac-
tor in the development of the state? How
should the Ukrainian society be structured
according to confession? What is the na-
tional church? How to address the confes-
sional confrontation? It is impossible to re-
solve these issues at the level of parliamen-
tary factions, political parties and even in
the government.

The state policy towards religion and
church in Ukraine is not organically dia-
lectic, but formally situational. Authorities
either demonstrate their conspicuous atti-
tude to religious organizations by partici-
pation in a variety of spiritual and secular
forums, public decorations of the Church
leaders for “outstanding achievement for
the sake of the community” or on certain
occasions (such as on the eve of parliamen-
tary or presidential elections) they are try-
ing to appease the religious associations
of numerous concessions in exchange for
their support. It is indicated in the collec-
tive monograph of the National Institute
of Strategic Studies that “Politicians are
trying to win support of religious organiza-
tions and believers because they compose a
considerable share of the potential elector-
ate, while the religious institutions in ex-
change for the votes of their members re-
quire from the party leaders (if elections
are successful) to guarantee their own in-
terests and needs” [8]. These relations do
not develop beyond this superficial inter-
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action of the two subjects of social life.
Further developments are hardly possible,
because in the recent year there were not
attempt made to improve the legal mecha-
nisms for regulation of this sphere. Power
entities meet their own interests at the ac-
count of confessions and the other way
round. The rapprochement is rather limit-
ed and swift.

As most of the national elite is prag-
matic, there is no understanding that “fur-
ther prosperity depends on the spirituali-
ty of the nation” [9]. The religious factor
as one of the tools of spiritual validation of
the people is relegated to the background,
while its functional capacity is not consid-
ered in the development of different state-
hood strategies. Domestic specialists in re-
ligious studies are correct in stating that
“Religious associations exist in Ukraine
today largely for themselves to meet their
own spiritual needs without touching the
urgent problems of social life. This does
not facilitate either stability in the society,
or the necessary changes, thus damaging
the religious institutions themselves” [10].

Thus, the state-church relations in
Ukraine still lack strategic depth in cont-
rast, for example, to Russia, where cooper-
ation is indeed in place, which was briefly
but quite informatively stated by the for-
mer Foreign Minister of Russia S. Ivanov:
“...gathering of the Russian World is a joint
effort of the Russian state and the Russian
Orthodox Church” [11]. Moreover, the
rapprochement of the Russian state and
the Russian Orthodox Church is not
declarative, but real.

The historical past is being analyzed
and reconsidered in Ukraine on its way to
the community of the European nations.
The Ukrainian elite can not do without re-
appraisal of values. For us this means that
it is impossible to comprehend the role of
the religious factor in the state building
process without ideological transforma-
tion among decision-makers and officials.

It is necessary to jell the specificity of
the socio-religious relations establishing in
Ukraine, and on this basis to take a number
of measures on improving the confession-
al domain of the Ukrainian society regar-

ding its cultural development specifics in
Ukraine in view of its European aspirations.

The above suggests the conclusion that
the following features are inherent in the
current national socio-religious context:
1) liberalism of the legal framework on free-
dom of conscience and religious organiza-
tions; 2) regionalization and conflict po-
tential of confessional space; 3) crisis of the
Ukrainian Orthodox, and 4) development
of the society clericalization symptoms.

1. Liberalism of the legal framework
on freedom of conscience and religious
organizations. Domestic legislation in this
area knows no equals in Europe as to its hu-
manistic pathos and restrictive sanctions.
Declaring the principle of strict church and
state separation, it proclaims the autono-
my of both institutions, equality between
all religions without exception providing
them with opportunities to realize their
own interests and granting no privileges to
any. The Constitution of Ukraine states:
“Everyone has the right to freedom of be-
lief and religion. This right shall include
freedom to practice any religion or profess
no religion, to perform alone or collectively
religious rites and rituals, conduct religious
activities... The Church and religious orga-
nizations in Ukraine are separated from the
State... No religion shall be recognized by
the State as mandatory” [12].

These facts are generally consis-
tent with the democratic values of the
Ukrainian society. However, they do not
fully harmonize with the Ukrainian cultur-
al and historical tradition formed under the
decisive influence of at least two power-
ful religious flows — Orthodox and Greek
Catholic. However, neither Constitution
of Ukraine, nor the Law of Ukraine On
Freedom of Conscience and Religious
Organizations reflect their achievements
and contributions to the liberation strug-
gle of the Ukrainian people, to the national
statehood building.

Most Western and Eastern European
countries are fundamental in assessing
relation of their past and the present
(Greece, Great Britain, Georgia, Bulgaria,
Romania, Serbia), set special privileges
for the historical churches, assign to the
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state an important role in regulation of
the of religious communities functioning
(Hungary, Croatia, Slovenia), conclude
special agreements with influential reli-
gious associations or determine the list of
selected public confessions as a priority
(Lithuania, Czech Republic, Latvia) [13].
Ukraine, though, chose not European
but American model of dealing with con-
fessions This happened not so much be-
cause of objective turn of events, but be-
cause of romantic euphoria that swept
the Ukrainian society after the collapse
of the USSR. The USA by demonstrating
its favorable attitude toward our country
and supporting the government’s reforms
transformed for Ukraine into a model of
freedom and democracy not only in po-
litical but also in spiritual sense. The de-
sire to Americanize the Ukrainian reality
led to a rapid invasion of the Ukrainian re-
ligious environment with new cults of the
American origin. Confession hierarchy
typical for the West was rejected by the
Ukrainian authorities. The American ex-
perience was not critically reviewed, which
was a significant methodological error.
Unlike Europe (Ukraine as its essen-
tial component) USA never had the dom-
inance of one or more religious traditions.
Development of confessions oversees pro-
ceeded on totally different basis than in the
Old World. Representatives of confessions
persecuted in Europe moved to the North
American continent and participated in
creation of the American nation, which
developed as a multi-religious nation. “...
Americans in general, emphasizes A. Genis,
do not know religious limitations, which
is conditioned by their history. The New
World, unlike the Old one, never knew re-
ligious wars, never had state religion. The
USA, a country of thousands of beliefs, has
always been fruitful in religious creativity.
For Americans it is naturally to move from
one church to another. Not family or eth-
nic traditions, but free search determines
their spiritual life. At different stages, ac-
cording to the Americans, a person may
need different forms of religion. Life is a
spiritual experiment, above which there is
no dogma, only faith” [14]. Therefore, the
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recognition of the equality of all religious
confessions, not only before the law but al-
so before the history and proclamation of
the right to freedom of conscience as the
highest human value is quite natural.

However, Ukraine did not consider
this specificity. Not surprisingly, the direct
extrapolation of the American experience
on the national conditions did not produce
the desired effect.

2. Regionalization and Conflictogenity
of Confessions Domain. These have result-
ed from “civilizational split” with its effect
on formation of the Ukrainian nation, and
from political realities of the last five cen-
turies. The Ukrainian lands were for a long
time separated. In different historical peri-
ods they were part of some statehood for-
mations, which could not but affected the
religious preferences of the local population.

Rule of Poland and Austria-Hungary
in the Western Ukraine over several cen-
turies strengthened position of the Greek
Catholic Church, which became tradi-
tional religion in the region. Expansion of
Russia was marked by destruction of the
Ukrainian Orthodox and its replacement
by the Russian Orthodox spiritual tradi-
tion of the Left Bank area. According to
V.Klimov: “The policy of the Great Russian
autocracy toward religion in Ukraine was
accompanied by many factors, first of all,
by the course of the center on elimination
of the national characteristics of church
and religious life of the Ukrainian people...
Ways of its implementation were evident:
unification of Ukrainian church struc-
tures according to the model functioning
in the Russian Empire; appointments of
Russians or foreigners to key clerical po-
sitions... Russification of Ukrainian cler-
gy staff..” [15]. Seizure of the Ukrainian
territory by the Soviet Russia was indeed
a tragic page in the history of many faiths
propagated in the territory of Ukraine. In
particular, the Ukrainian Autocephalous
Orthodox Church and the Ukrainian
Greek Catholic Church were liquidated,
Crimean Tatars, the followers of Islam,
were forcibly deported. Temples and mo-
numents of all Ukrainian Autocephalous
Orthodox parishes were transferred to the
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Russian Orthodox Church, the only formal
religious organization to which the Soviets
were tolerant and which actively helped
the communist totalitarian regime to per-
secute gentiles.

Regionalization of the Ukrainian so-
ciety by confessions in the East-West di-
rection supports the fact of dependence
of UGCC and UOC-MP, the largest
churches of Ukraine, on foreign religious
centers — the Holy See and the Moscow
Patriarchate (although it is important to
see the difference between the Vatican as
an international religious center and the
state, which is a full subject of internation-
al relations, and the Moscow Patriarchate,
which is exclusively Russian national re-
ligious institution and, therefore, protects
only the interests of the Russian State).

In such circumstances, our state be-
comes an arena of struggle for the inter-
ests of the third parties, which, of course,
are not concerned with the problems of
consolidation of the Ukrainian society, na-
tional security and defense of the national
interests of Ukraine.

3. Crisis of the Ukrainian Orthodox.
Failure of three Orthodox jurisdictions
(UOC MP, UOC-KP and UAOC) to
come to terms and to achieve unity is more
and more evident. If recently certain vari-
ants of their unification were considered,
then now this idea is not even discussed.

The Ukrainian Orthodox Church of
the Moscow Patriarchate by referring to
the complexity of obtaining autocepha-
ly in the canonical way, actually accepted
the “broad autonomy” powers granted to
it. Since nomination of the Kyiv Exarchate
(eparchy) in the UOC was only ideologi-
cal and tactical step (as in the other repub-
lics of the collapsing Soviet Union), then
this meant nothing not only in obtaining
autocephaly, but also in winning the real
autonomy recognized by other churches.
Moreover, the example of the Belorussian
Church, which is again in the Exarchate
status, demonstrates the fallacy of such
clerical policy.

Emergence of new lines of confron-
tation aggravates contradictions in the
Ukrainian Orthodox, primarily because of

jurisdictional situation that does not allow
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church to act in
the international arena as a full subject of
international relations. Therefore, when
not so long ago the Ukrainian Orthodox
Church of the Kyiv Patriarchate took un-
der its jurisdiction a part of the UOC com-
munity in the United States subordinate
to the Patriarch of Constantinople, it was
accused of destructive activities. Though
at the same time a UOC—KP center was
established in the United States to coordi-
nate the activities of UOC sites in the di-
aspora transferred under the jurisdiction
of the Kyiv Patriarchate, it proved all the
same impossible to avoid disputes between
the diaspora and mainland Ukrainian
Orthodox jurisdictions.

Among the UAOC communities this
situation caused actual split. A misunder-
standing between the UAOC hierarchies
questioned the integrity of religious insti-
tutions. Additionally, strife will likely to
negate implementation of the Ecumenical
Project in the Ukrainian Orthodoxy pro-
viding unification of diaspora UOC un-
der the aegis of Constantinople Orthodox
Church with the UAOC and obtaining
by the latter of the canonical status in the
manner as it happened in Estonia.

As we can see, development trends in
the Ukrainian Orthodox environment
not only have conflict potential, but also
threaten with local conflicts and, which is
more important, may destabilize the entire
Ukrainian society. Considering religious
opposition a famous Ukrainian expert on
religious studies, former Chairman of the
State Committee of Ukraine on Religious
Affairs V. Bondarenko emphasizes that
the Orthodox conflict “determines much
in the religious life in Ukraine. It can even
be classified as the national problem” [16].
At the same time it is clearly impossible
to form the Local Ukrainian Orthodox
Church (which is necessary for sustainable
development of Ukraine) exclusively by
the subjects of conflict.

4. Development of the Society
Clericalization Symptoms. One observes
rather paradoxical situation in Ukraine,
which is adherent to the values of secular
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humanism. It looks like that arbitrary ac-
tivities of the Religious Organizations in
Ukrainian have become an average phe-
nomenon. Illegal actions of churches ac-
quire greater scale, while the public author-
ities give virtually no response. Impunity of
the clergy only enhances its aggressiveness.
Confessions become especially militant,
when it comes to resolving property issues.
As an example, a description of the situa-
tion in the Lavra by the Ukrainian journal-
ists: “The monks of the monastery began a
campaign that can not be described other
than ,expropriation of expropriators” (rob-
bing the robbers). ,Supermen” in cassocks
knock the locks and erect barricades behind
the locked doors seizing object by object (a
good plot for action series). The UOC—MP
hierarchy completely forgot that it is not
about Laura assets, but about the commu-
nal and state property (land, buildings, mu-
seum values)” [17].

Despite of the blatant law violation (in
this case by the UOC—MP), the Ministry
of Interior and the General Prosecutor’s
Office took the position of an observer,
rather preferring not to intervene in the
conflict. Such indulgence plays into the
hands of some religious groups. They grad-
ually loose perception between the permit-
ted and the forbidden.

There is no doubt about the influence
of churches and religious organizations on
the Verkhovna Rada. For nearly ten years
the People’s Deputies of Ukraine cannot
adopt new legislation on freedom of con-
science and religious organizations. It is
because the submitted draft laws do not
fulfill the ambitions of certain religious
institutions and MPs supporting them.

Therefore, increasing pressure of the
confessions on all spheres of public life
threatens establishing the rule of law and
civil society in Ukraine, and thus, socially
oriented market economy, retarding direct
democratic progress of the Ukrainian so-
ciety and material welfare of all Ukrainian
citizens.

Europe wants to see the civilized
Ukraine, based on the primacy of law, sus-
tainable development, values of democracy
and freedom for all citizens without excep-
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tion. It is not only about political and eco-
nomic aspects, but also about spiritual and
cultural ones.

That is why the current state policy of
Ukraine on reformation of the religious as-
pect of the social relations should be based
on awareness of the need to implement the
following measures:

e ranking of churches and religious
flows functioning in the Ukrainian territory
according to their belonging to the national
spiritual traditions; as we suggested earlier
in 2015, “the Ukrainian Parliament
should adopt the Bill 1244 of 04.12.2014
on amendments to the Law of Ukraine
“On freedom of conscience and religious
organizations” concerning the names of
organizations, ruling centers of which
are located outside Ukraine. This legal
procurement would oblige UOC (MP)
to re-register and disclose in its name the
dependence on Russian Orthodox Church,
and this will put an end to misleading
millions of Ukrainian believers” [18];

* development of a new model of the
church-state relations. Balkan and Central
European model may serve as an example
in this regard. The former provides certain
preferences to the historical church (or
several churches) and direct government
involvement in arranging the church
life, the latter specifies a concordat
(contracting system) that regulates
the relationship between the state and
religious associations, clearly defining
their rights and obligations;

» moratorium on official approval by
the government of the documents related
to return of the property to the religious
institutions before adoption of the Law
of Ukraine On Restitution of Property in
Ukraine;

« facilitation of the Ukrainian state in
the UOC—-KP and UAOC consolidation;

* bringing the current legislation
on freedom of conscience and religious
organizations in line with the realities of
today and its coordination with similar
international legal instruments and
standards of the European Union.

Constituting the Local Orthodox Church
is a powerful spiritual and ideological pillar

-
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of the Ukrainian state in building a demo-
cratic society, strengthening its image in
the world.

In the current situation none of the re-
ligious institutions of Ukraine is capable to
perform this mission. The UOC—KP and
UAOC are not recognized by the world.
Moreover, there is confrontation of hier-
archies in the latter. Although the Greek
Catholic Church has become traditional
for considerable part of Ukrainians in ad-
dition to the western Ukrainian regions,
it is greatly dependent on the Apostolic
See and has a number of unsolved inter-
nal problems. The UOC—MP with its reli-
gious-canonic and administrative subordi-
nation to the Moscow Patriarchate, is pri-
marily protecting the national interests of
Russia. As stated at the Primates Council
of UOC-KP on May 13, 2016, “the reli-
gious organization (UOC—MP), ...though
misappropriated the name “Ukrainian
Orthodox Church”, in fact is neither
Ukrainian — as subordinate to Moscow,
nor the Church — as it has not canonically
established autocephalous status or auton-
omy. Actually, it is an association of struc-
tures of the Moscow Patriarchate, that is
the Russian Orthodox Church, which op-
erate in Ukraine” [19]. Also, protestant as-
sociations in Ukraine, unfortunately, do
not all act in the spirit of the Ukrainian na-
tional interests.

Religious factors receive a great opportu-
nity to prove their integrative power. It is
primarily about forming sustained relations
on the basis of faith between Ukrainian cit-
izens and their spiritual brothers and sis-
ters abroad. However, it is necessary to put
an end to inter-religious oppositions within
the country, which are many.

Religious centers and churches should,
as it was before, act as an interlink in the
spiritual and cultural dialogue between the
nations, promote exchange of relevant ex-
perience, which is extremely important for
formation of a common spiritual space.

It is not very wise to deny the existence
of this cultural dialogue with involvement
of confessions in the current historical pe-

riod. It is very limited because it is private,
often only with certain religious organiza-
tions and does not have support from the
Ukrainian state. Thus, the results are mi-
nor. Spiritual identification of Ukrainians
with the family of European nations is ex-
tremely slow and contradictory. After a
very long time the Ukrainian people were
scattered in different parts of the empire,
and thus cut off from the European context
as a full and equal partner in the interna-
tional relations.

With the above in view and under the
described situation the issue of fast inte-
gration of Ukraine into the European and
world community becomes more urgent.
Religion plays a significant role in this pro-
cess, which is so important to regulate by
the legislation. Thus we see the need for
continued reform of the Ukrainian legal
system starting from the fundamental po-
litical system governed by the Constitution
of Ukraine, electoral laws and in particu-
lar the body of laws governing the funda-
mental rights and freedoms of the citizens
of Ukraine.

That is why today it is so important
to conduct active research and legislative
activities that will help to solve problems
of civilized coexistence of the citizens of
Ukraine. The foremost attention in this
case should be paid to ethnic religious spe-
cifics and arrangements of relations with
the relevant national church, because the
national rights of minorities and generally
all citizens in Ukraine are completely regu-
lated by law.

The state by pursuing appropriate le-
gal policy in the religious sphere should be
diplomatic in the current situation, but at
the same time there should be no exemp-
tions from the law, but manifestation of a
clear confidence, consistency and deter-
mination in focusing on the best European
and international standards and natural-
ly and primarily in guaranteeing the im-
plementation of the national interests of
the Ukrainian people, which will be an im-
portant step for Ukraine’s accession to the
European Union.

dies and so on. As a scientific term, con- fectiveness of any social action that re-
solidation in Latin (consolido) “consoli-  quires collective mind or collective enthu-
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siasm, and also the one and/or the other
strategic goal, whose achievement is sim-
ply impossible without the involvement
of this phenomenon, cannot but be men-
tioned. For society as a cultural system of
high order, different characteristics of con-
solidation (pseudo-, re-, de-, counter and
so on) process are probably the most im-
portant integral indicator of its quality and
the quality of life of its citizens.

Consolidation of society depends on
determining dialogue inside the culture
in which everyone can understand and
hear the “Other”. In modern democratic
European traditions, which are popular in
Ukraine also, “Other” — is just not “our”,
but one that has the right to own “I” and its
own civilizational choice. As the case stu-
dies show [1], in spite of the difficult and
sometimes tragic relations with its neigh-
bors, the xenophobic complex against any
of them has not been developed among the
Ukrainians. Even open confrontation of
two nation projects in Ukraine — Ukrainian
political and Russian imperialistic — has, in
our view, as its principles assimilation po-
licy of the Russian state and ideological
aggression of the “Russian World”, but not
the Ukrainian world outlook.

Even in a crisis situation that has
developed in Ukraine in late 2013 —
early 2014, the vast majority of people had
no distinct models for these events such
as panic or aggressive responses regarding
the “Other”. According to psychologists,
Ukraine has shown quite unusual reactions
to the events that took place. According to
L. Hrydkovets, when various public events
occur, the most people of different coun-
tries “primitive instincts” that replace the
moral and ethical principles are awakened .
Looting and theft are starting. At the same
time Ukrainian space was self-organized
and based on moral values (the Revolution
of Dignity) that is unusual for such situa-
tions. It can be explained primarily by
the fact that the Ukrainian nation, the
Ukrainians, is not aggressive in their basic
characteristic — mentality.

So the purpose of the article is to under-
stand the practices of dialogue as the de-
fining principles of the Ukrainian society
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consolidation. The problem of unity and
social stability, ensuring harmony among
its citizens was a priority of social science
studies since antiquity until today. In an-
cient China, unity and harmony of socie-
ty was considered as a result of compliance
with moral principles, rituals and tradi-
tions. Ancient thinkers — Plato, Aristotle,
Cicero, Epicurus — argued that the func-
tion of the regulator do the law of the
state. From the time of the birth of na-
tional states issue their unity and con-
solidation were analyzed in the works
of I. Herder, I. Fichte, Dzh. St. Mill,
Zh. Zh. Russo, E. Renan, Weber and other
philosophers, historians and sociologists.
In modern Ukraine problem of conso-
lidation of society, the role of ethno-na-
tional component in this process is investi-
gated in the works of I. Varzar, O. Vlasiuk,
O. Derhachov, V. Yevtukh, A. Kolodii,
O. Kartunov, V. Kaplov, V. Krysachenko,
I. Kuras, G. Lutsyshyn, O. Maiboroda,
P. Nadolishnii, M. Panchuk, M. Piren,
B. Popov, Yu. Rymarenko, V. Troshchynskyi,
L. Shkliar, M. Shulha, H. Yavorska and
others.

However, the problem requires a con-
ceptual understanding of content, factors
and potential mechanisms for implement-
ing consolidation cultural dialogue rela-
tionship as the modern paradigm of trans-
formation.

Axiological context of social consolida-
tion may be seen as an issue of mutual rec-
ognition of citizens equivalence of different
interests, beliefs, ideologies, beliefs, orien-
tations and life strategies, values, customs
and archetypes culture that emerged in the
regional and ethnic communities based on
the characteristics of their development of
culture for constructive effective interac-
tion the interests of society.

The problem of unity generated by the
collision of at least two value systems —
obtained from the previous society, on the
one hand, and the new strategic guidelines
and priorities for further development of
an independent state — on the other. Its vi-
sual impact is enhanced also historical and
political past of Ukraine and its geopolit-
ical position as a territory that is at fault
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and the points of contact of several civiliza-
tions, both large and local. Throughout its
history, Ukraine has been a meeting place,
crossing the plurality and mutual cultural-
civilizational and geopolitical patterns
that define available ambivalent state of
the cultural preferences of its citizens and a
number of ethnic and political problems of
the present. But now the country is a mini-
mum national consensus that would allow
its progress as a relatively predictable and
democratic society. The state currently es-
tablished adequate political framework
that meets the needs of multi-ethnic socie-
ty and international legal standards for
the protection of such rights of ethnic mi-
norities, immigrants and internal migrants,
providing them all possible conditions for
a stay in its territory involving all spheres
of society, consolidating them around na-
tional interests.

However, the lack of constructive dia-
logue of central government and regio-
nal elites, their consensus on the strate-
gy for socio-economic and political deve-
lopment generates such a phenomenon as
separa-tism,whichisamajorthreattopublic
consolidation, territorialintegrityandsove-
reignty of the state.

The potential separatism depends pri-
marily on the capacity of regional communi-
ties, among which apply or can spread sepa-
ratist sentiment. This is its strength as well
as the attractiveness of the relevant identi-
ty; common interests other than the inte-
rests of the rest of the population; the exis-
tence of significant linguistic, cultural and
religious characteristics due to the history
of the region. Finally, do not factor in the
expansion’s main separatist movements is
the presence of foreign allies separatists and
their relative strength compared with the
state, where there are separatist attempts.

During the existence of Ukraine in the
USSR and in the absence of deliberate po-
licy formation Ukrainian identity since
independence, the country remained tar-
gets regional areas (Donbas and Crimea)
“Soviet man” or “scoop” with all its com-
ponents: the Russian language and cul-
ture, symbols, heroes and anti-heroes, va-
lues, customs, traditions, myths and more.

Chief among them — the wicked, in their
view, the distribution of the national in-
come of the state and together with Russia
Ukrainian incompatible with identical va-
lues, which became the ideological foun-
dation is distributing pro-Russian senti-
ments and movements kvazi respublik. Not
least due to this "closeness" of these areas
of Ukrainian and world civilizational in-
fluences. According to H. Tuka, before the
Russian occupation of Donbas 87 % of its
residents never left the boundaries of their
region, and 93 % of the population have
never left the territory of Ukraine [2].

His autarchic existence of the inhabi-
tants of these territories then and now sim-
ply with nothing to compare, and so easy
to manipulate society. Added to this is al-
so the low level of domestic co-production
of certain territories in Ukraine against the
backdrop of mostly one-sided orientation
of foreign economic relations, especially in
eastern and southern Ukraine to Russia.

However, you can claim that the spread
of separatist practices in Ukraine since in-
dependence is not the result of powerful re-
gional movements or organizations that re-
ly on significant popular support. Regarding
Donbas and Crimea — the consequences of a
hybrid war against Ukraine as an attempt to
revive the former USSR or remedy prevent
its European powers.

A significant impediment national dia-
logue, consolidation of society is a war of
information that it is against Ukraine. As
content itself, so the huge imbalance in
the structure of Ukrainian information
and communication space for the Russian
media suggest a conscious effort on the
part of Russian authorities to slow down
or stop and national self-determination of
citizens of Ukraine.

A significant part of this war is to li-
mit or oppression and Ukrainian stud-
ies and Ukrainian in Crimea and eastern
Ukraine. Paradigm “language is the na-
tional identity” is a historical construct,
which largely determines the current divi-
sion of the world into nation-states. In the
language generated content, find expres-
sion values are emerging signs and symbols
of state pointed out that even theorists di-
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alogical concepts. So Jacques Lacan, explo-
ring the works of Freud, noted that the
measure of truth arises only with the ap-
pearance of language. And the concept
of “the Other”, in his view is only possi-
ble through the concept of broadcasting.
According to M. Merleau-Ponty theore-
tical framework of dialogue mediated by
concepts like the concepts of the track, time,
and the concepts of language and speech.
The power of language comes from its abil-
ity to create a unified field of exchange and
communication that promote national iden-
tity and the consolidation of society.

As the director of the Institute of the
Ukrainian National Academy of Sciences
Mr. Hrytsenko, the years of independence
the Ukrainian language happens radi-
cal changes, just expanded its field of ope-
ration, increased vocabulary and termi-
nology, the number of texts available in
Ukrainian. According to him, over the
years has grown significantly Ukrainian-
generation, and no political conditions can
not offset the status of Ukrainian as the
state language and one of the factors of na-
tion-building [3].

However, the situation is not clear. Ac-
cording to sociological studies in families
communicate mostly Ukrainian only 39 %
of young respondents (aged 18—24 years —
42 % in 25—-34 years — 36 %). Although con-
sider Ukrainian their native language 67 %
(in 18-24 years — 70 %, 25—34 years — 69 %).
A support granting the Russian language
official status in Ukraine 37 %, 34 % — in
youth cohorts. But consider that it is ap-
propriate, in addition to Ukrainian, Russian
language study, 69 % of respondents (51% —
18—-24 year olds and 65 % — 25-34 years
old) and learn English find it necessary 83 %
of the respondents (89% — 18—24 year olds
and 86 % — 25—34 years old) [3].

That is, we can say that the main prob-
lem of verbal dialogue in Ukraine is the
presence of two different linguistic commu-
nities — Russian and Ukrainian. Although
de facto state provides and guarantees the
rights of ethnic Russians at the national-
cultural autonomy. An extensive system
of secondary and higher education, the op-
portunity to receive information in their
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native language, attend Russian cultural
institutions, presence vast array of Russian
library collections, a strong network of na-
tional-cultural associations representing
the Russian minority, suggest that at the
national level in this area not acute prob-
lems requiring immediate solution that be-
sides reflected in assessments of Ukraine.
Ethnic Russians in Ukraine have op-
portunities to meet their needs in their na-
tive language in culture and information.
This promotes the free exchange of informa-
tion in the media, on radio channels, televi-
sion, on the Internet and so on. In Ukraine
every year goes sufficient Russian books.
The country operates an extensive natio-
nal network of secondary schools teaching
in Russian. In the overall reduction in the
number of educational institutions, mainly
due to a demographic change, the number of
schools teaching the Russian language has
increased from 1199 in 2008—-2009 academ-
ic year to 1256 in 2012-2013 academic year.
In Ukraine today there is no compre-
hensive program of expanding the social
base of the state language, which should
include: real time adaptation of the popu-
lation to the use of the Ukrainian language
in various spheres of life; the creation of in-
dividual training programs and their im-
plementation; stimulate Ukrainian lan-
guage; software process Ukrainian lan-
guage necessary material resources; study
and use of international experience on this
issue; training of teaching staff; improve-
ment of publishing and so on. Without this
introduction and use of Ukrainian as the
state language must celebrate frank resis-
tance of the population, especially russian
speaking and do not contribute to con-
solidation processes. The language factor,
which is now the subject of political specu-
lation to achieve vested economic inter-
ests and meet the political ambitions of lo-
cal elites to convert to consolidating fac-
tor for society (perception of Ukrainian as
the only state language of Ukraine possi-
ble). Other provisions enshrined 10 Article
of the Constitution of Ukraine under any
circumstances and no other consideration
should not be questioned and, especially,
audit, and should be the basis of all future
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concepts and strategies of language policy
in Ukraine, including those created to im-
plement global geopolitical strategies (EU
integration) and the corresponding forma-
tion of legal framework (ratified “European
Charter for regional or minority langua-
ges”). This is the opportunity and the need
for language policy in the consolidation of
the country, in the formation of Ukrainian
Unification and combating destructive
manifestations of separatism.

An important mechanism for consoli-
dating society is dialogue between the go-
vernment and civil society, which should
be realized through a formalized struc-
ture — parties, trade unions, and through
the structures of civil society — NGOs,
movements, initiatives etc. However, in
Ukraine initiators of these structures is of-
ten seen their way to attract the attention
of authorities, means to climb the social
ladder, etc., but hardly think that NGOs
exist primarily to ensure that citizens can
own her own in solving various problems
that they are a way of creating their own
society, civil society, and be able to act in-
dependently of the state. We can mention
here the analysis of similar structures in
the US of A. de Tocqueville. He writes that
creating associations Americans, therefore,
in essence, form the society. Thus the pos-
itive aspect of the American experience is
not propaganda, not constant emphasis on
the fact that minorities “have the right to
be right ...” and cooperation in the creation
of the society, the nation, the state is cru-
cial to achieve mutual understanding bet-
ween people of different cultures. And he
states that “Wherever at the head of a par-
ticular case, you will see the government
in France, or nobleman in England, in the
United States with certainty you will find
the association” [4].

And the political parties in Ukraine — it
means no deployment of internal democrat-
ic processes through dialogue, but rather its
simulacrum. The very number of parties in-
dicates excessive ambition and intransigence
petty domestic political elite. Emerging in
Ukraine are also major (conservatism, liber-
alism) political ideology. However, the par-
ty with entrenched ideological principles —

communists, socialists and those from peop-
le’s movement of Ukraine — Ukraine became
amarginal status.

Unfortunately, all unions Ukraine (both
old and newly created) were not demo-
cratic organizations of expression and pro-
tection of economic interests of workers.
Most of them are, as in the Soviet system,
closed corporate structures, depending on
the power and controlled her that does not
contribute to the national dialogue.

The main mechanism of consolidation
in Ukrainian society is, in our view, har-
monization of interests of all citizens of
Ukraine, which provides a very complex
system of agreements, including those en-
shrined in law that would settle, made con-
ventional and generally accepted “rules of
the game” between different socio-cultu-
ral components of society. Harmony (in
Greek — communication, harmony, cohe-
rence) does not provide absolute consis-
tency and lack of contradictions. Harmony
is a combination of quantity and quality,
the dialectical unity of opposites: part and
whole, content and form, essence and exi-
stence. This is one of the points in the
overall movement of reality, along with
moments of disharmony, conflict, etc.
Harmony is different from the unity and
struggle of opposites, the latter dominat-
ed, especially in the so-called antagonistic
contradictions. This harmony is the gener-
al philosophical concept, which is manifest-
ed in various spheres of reality and prac-
tice consolidation of society. Therefore, we
must clearly understand that the harmoni-
zation of interpersonal relationships ortho-
doxy of “rules” on the joint success of the
project depends on Ukrainian political na-
tion — its spiritual and material well-being.

Harmonizing the interests of all citi-
zens of Ukraine is critically dependent on
interpersonal trust as a generalized cha-
racteristic attitude toward people in gene-
ral — not family, not friends — that confi-
dence in the people about whom there is
no specific information. Trust and toler-
ance in any relationship citizens have fea-
tures of civic political culture, which is
the result of the functioning of civil socie-
ty, communication and dialogue of people
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belonging to different communities and re-
gions in the creation of the state, the na-
tion, the society to which they belong. In
terms of personal trust in Ukraine is ave-
rage for global standards of a country that
has good prospects for the development
of dialogue society. To confirm this con-
clusion, we note that global average ge-
neralized interpersonal trust, designed for
83 countries is 29.5 %. The highest level of
confidence recorded in Scandinavia, where
the answer is “most people can be trus-
ted” staunchly defend about 60 %. Most
distrustful were countries such as Turkey
(less than 5 %) and Brazil where posi-
tive answer to this question is usually not
more than 10 % of [5]. Citizens of Ukraine
most trusted volunteers and community
organizations, and the least — the courts
and the prosecutor’s office, according to
a sociological study “Socio-political atti-
tudes of the population of Ukraine”, con-
ducted by Gorshenin Institute from 8 to
17 February 2016, reports Forbes.ua.
During the presentation of sociological
research sociologists said that volunteers
trusted by 71.3 % of Ukrainian, NGOs —
49.2 %. The high level of confidence, ac-
cording to a study in the Armed Forces of
Ukraine — 48.8 % These structures have
lost all credibility Ukrainian [6].

The lowest rates of trust in the author-
ities, officials, institutions, political par-
ties and movements, associations, social
programs, events, etc., is essential brake
on institutional development of Ukraine.
According to results of a study KIIS 78.3 %
of people dissatisfied with the Prime
Minister and the President. More than
87 % of respondents reported worsening
socio-economic situation, of which more
than 33 % of respondents attributed this
situation to the inefficient management
Yatsenyuk, and more than 24 % — of the
President of Ukraine P. Poroshenko [7].

Although as noted by specialists of the
Institute of Sociology of NAS of Ukraine,
the danger of this situation is that some in-
stitutional mechanisms former paternalis-
tic system in the country (particularly in
the coordinates of social and economic po-
licy) has been destroyed. Instead of elimi-
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nating the state “parents” care and respon-
sibility for the people has not offset in part
by a lack of new institutional conditions
and opportunities, full civil responsibility
of society and various social groups [8].

Conclusions

Thus, the Ukrainian state should devel-
op a targeted policy of consolidation of so-
ciety. Its part is overcoming the mental di-
vision of East and West Ukraine by en-
hancing  inter-communication  neutra-
lize separatist practices, deepening the dia-
logue between government and civ-
il society, to develop an atmosphere of mu-
tual understanding and trust between citi-
zens, increasing the communication capac-
ity of the state language, distribution and
promotion of successful life practice in the
field of science and education, health, po-
verty reduction, gender equality and so on.
Society can unite as awareness of “who are
we?” And the implementation of successful
strategies address the political and socio-eco-
nomic problems and modernization of society
based on the needs and interests of the major-
ity of citizens of Ukraine, not oligarchic clans.

In addition, value-semantic basis for
the consolidation process of society should
be the strategy for the formation of na-
tional identity and national ideology. The
weakness of the national identity increa-
ses the attractiveness for ethnic groups,
compactly living in the border regions of
Ukraine identify themselves with the peo-
plesofneighboring countries, and for many
neighboring countries — to develop scena-
rios temptation “protect” their “own coun-
trymen” in Ukraine. Consolidation of the
society is not possible without state ideo-
logy. The fact that no ideology can be pub-
lic, took care even the founding fathers of
Ukraine, which introduced that provision
in its Constitution. However, the lack of
national self-determination of the state has
the consequence that today most Russian
invaders and Ukrainian are still not tak-
ing, the enemy “by mistake”. In a society
without ideology real enemies are on-
ly those who committed evil directly to
you or your family and friends. Therefore,
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effective nationalism is not only guaran-
teed patriotic leadership of the state. This
is a complete consolidation of the nation
